ORDINANCE No. 181620
*Authorize the Portland Office of Transportation to seek a sole source contract with Max J. Kuney Construction for preliminary engineering for the relocation of the old Sauvie Island Bridge to NW Flanders Street over I-405 (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. City Council approved the Burnside Transportation and Urban Design Plan in 2002 which included a proposed bicycle and pedestrian bridge at NW Flanders Street over I-405 as a first step in creating a bicycle boulevard along NW Flanders Street. The Flanders Street Bicycle and Pedestrian Bridge Project is listed in the City’s Transportation System Plan.

2. City Council adopted Resolution #36468 on December 20, 2006, requiring that city organizations promote sustainable practices to help shape a more livable city through sustainable planning, building, maintenance and operations. The Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) identified an opportunity to implement Resolution #36468 by relocating the old Sauvie Island Bridge center span from its present location over the Multnomah Channel to a new location over I-405 at NW Flanders Street

3. In 2007, the Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) contracted with Max J. Kuney Construction (Kuney Construction) to prepare a feasibility study to relocate the old Sauvie Island Bridge to a new location at NW Flanders Street over I-405. 
4. Kuney Construction is currently under contract with the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) to build the new Sauvie Island Bridge and to disassemble and remove the old Sauvie Island Bridge. The old Sauvie Island Bridge, once decommissioned, will become the property of Kuney Construction as part of their contract with ODOT.
5. Funds are available to begin preliminary engineering and PDOT seeks approval to enter into a sole source professional, technical and expert services (PTE) contract with Kuney Construction to complete preliminary engineering. 
6. PDOT has determined that Kuney Construction is the only contractor that can perform this work because of their current work on the Sauvie Island Bridge. Kuney Construction is knowledgeable about the Sauvie Island bridge structure and uniquely qualified to carry out the engineering design to move the old Sauvie Island Bridge center span to its proposed new location at NW Flanders Street over I-405.

7. The deadline for the City of Portland’s decision to relocate the bridge is March 31, 2008 and the engineering work must be completed immediately in order to meet that deadline. In order to move forward expeditiously, PDOT requests that the City Council grant the Purchasing Agent signature authority to enter into a sole source PTE contract over $100,000.
8. The cost estimate for the preliminary engineering contract is $250,000. PDOT’s level of confidence in the cost estimate is high.  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Portland Office of Transportation is hereby authorized to enter into a sole source contract that is being acquired as an exception to the policies and procedures identified in PCC 5.68 and the PTE Manual with Max J. Kuney Construction for a not to exceed amount of $250,000.00. 
b. The City Council delegates signature authority to the Purchasing Agent for this contract and any subsequent amendments not exceeding 25% of the original contract value.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because Max J. Kuney Construction is currently under contract with ODOT to remove and demolish the old Sauvie Island Bridge. If the Portland Office of Transportation is to successfully relocate the old bridge center span to NW Flanders Street over I-405, then it is necessary that Max J. Kuney Construction begin preliminary engineering design immediately; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
