ORDINANCE No. 181621
*Amend fee schedule for Transportation System Development Charges to correct for rounding errors
(Ordinance; amend Ordinance No. 181322) 

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
On October 3, 2007, by Ordinance No. 181322, Council adopted an update of the Transportation System Development Charge rate study and established an updated fee schedule, effective January 1, 2008.


2.
Subsequent programming revealed inconsistent rounding during the calculation of the thirty-six land-use fees.


3.
The correction will increase by one dollar the published rate for three land-use categories, as shown on revised fee schedule.
4.
Correcting the rounding errors will provide consistent calculation of rates for all land-use categories for the next ten years.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the City Council establishes a revised fee schedule for Transportation System Development Charges, attached to this Ordinance as Exhibit A.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because correcting the rounding errors in the fee calculation will provide consistent rate calculation for all land-use types; therefore, this

Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
