ORDINANCE NO.  181625
Authorize contract with Compass Resource Management for $103,415 for consulting services to create a district energy system for the North Pearl District development area  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains: 

SECTION 1.  The Council finds that: 

1. The City has established objectives for cutting greenhouse gas emissions and reducing reliance on fossil fuel energy.

2. The North Pearl District development plan, which is part of the River District Urban Renewal Area, sets an aggressive path for achieving sustainable development through infrastructure, building design, transportation systems and local economic development.

3. Consideration of the potential for district heating and cooling is warranted given the scale of infrastructure and new building construction to be completed over the next several years.

4. Funding for the proposed contract is available in the FY 2007-08 Office of Sustainable Development (OSD) budget in the Sustainable Economic Development/Clean Energy Initiative. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with Compass Resource Management (Compass) in a form substantially in accordance with the Agreement attached as Exhibit A (attached to original ordinance only).

b. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to pay for said contract from the OSD Clean Energy Initiative fund.
