ORDINANCE No. 181633
*Authorize Lease Agreement with Mercy Corps Headquarters Building, LLC to use City controlled right of way under the west end of Burnside Bridge along W Burnside Street for landscaping and surface parking  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Mercy Corps Headquarters Building, LLC (Mercy Corps), is requesting to lease of a portion of City controlled right of way over a portion of W Burnside Street for landscaping and surface vehicle parking.  
2.
The City is authorized by ORS 271.430 to lease space over, under and above a public street or highway. 
3.
The use of the City controlled right of way will not unreasonably interfere with the public or utility uses of the street; will not be needed for other public purposes during the term of this lease; and will give the best return to the city for use of the lease area. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and the Auditor are authorized to enter into a Lease Agreement with Mercy Corps for the lease of City controlled right of way along W Burnside Street, in a form substantially in accordance with the Lease Agreement attached as Exhibit 1. 
b.
Mercy Corps’ right to use the City controlled right of way described in Exhibit A1 and depicted on Exhibit A2 (Premises) of the attached lease form is subservient to the Portland Saturday Market’s right to use the Premises as stipulated in Ordinance No. 180270 for the period of March 1, 2008 to December 31, 2009, unless otherwise amended by a subsequent Ordinance.

The Auditor shall return one executed original copy of the Lease Agreement to:

and return one executed original copy of the Lease Agreement to the Right of Way Acquisition Section, Bureau of Transportation Engineering and Development.

d.
The Right of Way Acquisition Section is authorized to record a Memorandum of Lease in the Deed of Records of Multnomah County upon the full execution of the Lease Agreement by Mercy Corps, Commissioner-in-Charge and City Auditor.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because Mercy Corps cannot proceed to complete the proposed development of its new world headquarters building without the requested lease; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
