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ORDINANCE No. 181646
Authorize two Intergovernmental Agreements between Bureau of Environmental Services and the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife to research, analyze and report on the abundance, distribution and habitat needs of federally protected salmon and steelhead in City tributary streams  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.In July 1998, the Portland City Council adopted Resolution No. 35715 to guide the City’s response to the Endangered Species Act.  The resolution called on the City to:

· Create an integrated, comprehensive city-wide approach;

· Work to support the recovery of native salmonids;

· Work proactively with the National Marine Fisheries Service and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service;

· Work with local, regional and state partners;

· Engage the community in the ESA response.


2.
In May 2000, the Council adopted a Framework for an Endangered Species Recovery Plan through Resolution No. 35894.  That Framework described the analytical approach for developing the City’s response to the Endangered Species Act.  That approach called for the use of biological analysis and monitoring. 


3.
In 2001, the Council approved an addendum (No. 01-0088) to an Intergovernmental Agreement (Ordinance No. 174401) with the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife to conduct an Inventory of Biological Integrity for specific waterways within the City of Portland from 2001-2003.  The data and analysis collected at that time have been used extensively by the Bureau of Environmental Services in its implementation and monitoring of the Portland Watershed Management Plan, adopted by Council in March, 2006 by Resolution No. 36384.

4. 
Beginning in 2006, the City began participation in a state sponsored, federally mandated Endangered Species Act recovery planning process for the recovery of the four listed salmon and steelhead in the Lower Columbia and Willamette Rivers.  This process requires data and analysis to determine the status of ESA listed salmon and steelhead in Portland’s streams, as well as extensive monitoring. 


5. 
The Portland Watershed Management Plan requires an indepth knowledge of watershed health, including biological communities, and monitoring of projects that have been implemented to ensure they have been successful in contributing to the recovery of ESA-listed salmon and steelhead.

6.
The first  Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife will update and expand on the data and analysis completed from 2001-2003.  The data and analysis relating to the abundance and distribution of fish and their habitat needs will greatly contribute to the success of the Portland Watershed Management Plan and the City’s responsibilities under the Endangered Species Act. 

7. 
The established cost for the first Intergovernmental Agreement is $193,263.00.  Funds for fiscal year 2007-2008 expenditures are available in the Watershed Services Group’s, Science, Fish and Wildlife, Tryon/Fanno Watershed, and Johnson Creek Watershed Programs’ Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Codes [145-33-001], [145-32-042], [145-32-045], Accounts 521000 and 529000.  Funds for fiscal year 2008-2009 have been identified and will be approved through the annual Council budget approval process.

8. 
The second Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife will conduct, for the first time, a similar data collection and analysis of salmon presence and distribution in the Columbia Slough.  Because of the different data requirements and methodologies, a separate Intergovernmental Agreement is required.  This baseline information on fish presence and distribution of salmon in the Columbia Slough will greatly contribute to the success of the Portland Watershed Management Plan and the City’s responsibilities under the Endangered Species Act. 

9. 
The established cost for the second Intergovernmental Agreement is $52,455.00.  Funds for fiscal year 2007-2008 expenditures are available in the Watershed Services Group’s Columbia Slough Watershed Program, Center Code 145-32-041, Account 529000.  Funds for fiscal year 2008-2009 have been identified and will be approved through the annual Council budget approval process.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute two Intergovernmental Agreements in substantially the form of the Attachments A and B with Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $193,263.00 and $52,455.00, respectively.


b.
The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute amendments to these agreements to extend the term or increase the agreement amount.  Any increase beyond twenty-five percent of the total amount of either Intergovernmental Agreement must be approved by the Council.

c.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Watershed Service’ Group budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
