
ORDINANCE No. 181656
*Amend and clarify provisions of the Campaign Finance Fund (Ordinance; amend Code Chapter 2.10)
The City Of Portland Ordains:

Section 1:
The City Council finds:

1.  
City Council Ordinance 179258, passed May 18, 2005, adopted City Code Chapter 2.10 to provide a voluntary campaign finance system for Auditor, Commissioner and Mayor elections.

2.  
City Council Ordinance 181054, passed June 13, 2007, amended and clarified provisions of the Campaign Finance Fund.

3. 
Council directed the Citizen Campaign Commission and Auditor to study and recommend revisions to the City Code to address additional situations of independent campaign expenditures with the objective of seeking a better means of achieving equity.

4. 
The Citizen Campaign Commission and Auditor considered various scenarios regarding independent expenditures and developed Code amendments to provide an even playing field among participating and non-participating candidates in a variety of plausible independent expenditure scenarios, while assuring that public funds are spent prudently and effectively.

In addition, the Auditor and City Attorney identified several scrivener corrections, such as reflecting changes in Oregon Revised Statute numbering. 

6.
The Auditor has drafted changes to Code Chapter 2.10 with the assistance of the City Attorney and the Citizen Campaign Commission.  Code changes reflect recommendations in the Commission’s report and scrivener changes.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
City Code Chapter 2.10 Campaign Finance Fund is amended, as provided in Exhibit A.

b.
The Auditor is directed to develop and adopt Administrative Rules, as well as amend existing administrative rules as necessary, by March 21, 2008 to implement the revisions Campaign Finance Fund on a timely basis for the May 2008 primary election.
Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because numerous candidates have filed for the four nominating elections to be held May 20, 2008 and campaign activity has already begun in those races; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
