ORDINANCE NO. 181668
*Authorize a contract and provide payment for construction of Phase 2 of the South Park Block Five Project  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1.  The Council finds:


1.
The Bureau of Parks and Recreation plans to build a new public park atop the underground parking garage at South Park Block Five.


2.
In order to efficiently complete construction and to accommodate the project schedule, the Construction Documents have been split into three packages.  Phase 1, Structural Fill, began construction in February 2008. The Phase 2, Site Improvements package was advertised for bidding on March 3, 2008 under Bid Number 108448, and a Phase 3 Art Installation package issued with the Regional Arts and Culture Council will follow as soon as possible.


3.
The Bureau of Parks and Recreation had previously sought to pursue procurement of a Construction Manager General Contractor (CM/GC) to build the park.  Ordinance No. 181222 dated August 15, 2007 was passed granting an exemption to competitive bidding requirements for this purpose.  However, shortly afterward significant changes in the construction industry created a market environment in which cost management dictated that the Bureau pursue a competitive bid process instead.  The CM/GC process, while authorized, was never begun and the Bureau is now pursuing a Solicitation Process instead.


4.
Construction costs for the park are estimated at $5,540,000.00 with a Confidence Level Rating of Optimum.  The work to be included with this Solicitation, Phase 2 only, is estimated at $5,050,000.  The remainder of the total estimated construction costs are Phase 1 for $278,000 (contract price plus contingency) and Phase 3 estimated at $212,000.  


5.
The appropriation for the total construction cost is a combination of 1) a cash donation by the Moyer Family Trust of $1,000,000; 2) two cash donations by the Portland Parks Foundation totaling $1,972,000; 3) one-time funding of $700,000 through the Mayor’s 2007/08 annual budget; 4) $1,368,000 from the Portland Development Commission; and 5) $500,000 from the Parks Bureau for total combined funding of $5,540,000.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.
A contract is authorized with the most favorable bidder as designated by the Council.

b.  The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to draw and issue checks chargeable to FY 07-08 and FY 08-09 Budgets, Center Code 766-40-056, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delays could result in additional expense to the project; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
