ORDINANCE No. 181675
*Amend an Intergovernmental Agreement with TriMet and the City of Tigard for Tigard to provide an additional officer to the TriMet Transit Police and for TriMet to compensate Tigard for those services  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52503)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:
1. Portland Police Bureau administers and operates TriMet Transit Police under a separate, master Intergovernmental Agreement between the City and Tri-County Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon (TriMet).

2. TriMet Transit Police includes sworn officers from the City, City of Beaverton, City of Gresham, City of Milwaukie, City of Tigard, Multnomah County and Washington County under separate subagreements.

3. TriMet compensates each of those jurisdictions for those services through the City and also compensates the City for administrative overhead expense under the master Intergovernmental Agreement.

4. The City of Tigard (Tigard) the City and TriMet entered into Intergovernmental Agreement No. 52503 for Tigard to provide one (1) police officer to TriMet Transit Police.  Ordinance 179502 authorized execution of Intergovernmental Agreement No. 52503 on August 17, 2005.  

5. Intergovernmental Agreement No 52503 was amended for Tigard to provide one (1) police sergeant in addition to the one (1) police officer.  Ordinance 180922 authorized the amendment on May 2, 2007.

6. The City, TriMet and Tigard wish to further amend that agreement for Tigard to provide one (1) additional police officer to the one (1) officer and one (1) sergeant currently assigned to TriMet Transit Police.  TriMet would provide additional compensation to Tigard for those services.

7. Signatures to authorize the amendment for Tigard are forthcoming.

8. The amendment will have no financial impact to the City because TriMet will compensate Tigard for the services of the additional officer.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:
a.     The Mayor, Auditor and Transit police Commander are hereby authorized to execute an amendment to Contract No. 52503 between the City, TriMet and the City of Tigard as outlined in a form substantially in accordance with the attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive TriMet, Tigard and the City of Portland of the mutual benefits of this Amendment to this Agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
