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ORDINANCE No. 181676
*Amend Feasibility Cost Sharing Agreement with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to continue to evaluate ecosystem restoration options in the Lower Willamette River under the Water Resources Development Act  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52070)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. On April 16, 2003 the City entered into a feasibility cost sharing agreement with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to evaluate ecosystem restoration options in the Lower Willamette River under the Water Resources Development Act ordinance 177395. The agreement was $500,000.

2. The City has a strong interest in ensuring that the Lower Willamette is restored to a condition that protects human health and the environment in a timely and cost-effective manner.

3. Under the umbrella of River Renaissance, many City efforts to improve river health are underway, including Superfund, the Combined Sewer Overflow abatement program, the Endangered Species Program and implementation of the Portland Watershed Management Plan.

4. Successful eco-system restoration throughout the Lower Willamette will involve comprehensive approaches that reach beyond City boundaries.

5. Continuing this agreement with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers sets the stage to obtain significant federal ecosystem restoration funding, as well as promoting the River Renaissance themes of a Clean and Healthy River and Partnership.
6. The City’s contribution for this agreement will come from in-kind work that will be conducted by the City’s Watershed Management and Superfund programs.  Additional in-kind will be about $1.48 million.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities are authorized to sign an agreement with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for the purpose described into Section 1 in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A.
Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because both the City and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers have work underway that will support this agreement.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
