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ORDINANCE No. 181678
*Authorize contracts with CMTS, Inc. and EPC Consultants, Inc. to supply construction management, inspection and project support personnel for Bureau of Environmental Services construction projects. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Bureau of Environmental Services has a need for supplemental construction management, inspection and project support personnel on an as-needed basis during peak construction periods for the projects included in the bureau’s annual Capital Improvement Program.
2.
A consultant selection process has been conducted and these two firms were selected in accordance with Chapter 5.68 of the Code of the City of Portland.
3.
The contracts have an initial term of April 1, 2008 through December 31, 2010, with annual options for renewal through December 31, 2012.  This term will provide for services through the completion of the CSO Program.  If the contract is extended, an increase in the not-to-exceed limit will be necessary, based on anticipated workloads.  


4.
The established cost for both contracts is $17,700,000.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code, various, Project Number, various, Account No. 521000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute contracts with CMTS, Inc. and EPC Consultants, Inc. in a form substantially in accordance with the agreements attached as Exhibit A for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $17,700,000 combined.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.


c.
The Purchasing Agent is authorized to execute amendments exercising the option to extend the contract terms and increase the contract amounts accordingly in an amount not to exceed $17,000,000 for CMTS, Inc and $7,000,000 for EPC Consultants for a total of five-year terms.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the Bureau requires continued access to construction management, inspection and project support personnel for projects currently under construction.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
