ORDINANCE No. 181680
* Provide Grant Agreement to Christie Care, Inc. for the Multnomah County Children’s Receiving Center (Ordinance) 
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The Children’s Receiving Center (CRC) is an innovative 24-hour crisis response prevention program designed to provide short-term safety and comfort to traumatized children to allow time for the careful coordination of their next placement.  Sibling groups are kept together and existing school placements are maintained.  

2. The CRC meets the safety, physical, emotional and educational needs of youth taken into protective custody, to lessen the devastating emotional trauma experienced by these children and ensure careful planning and implementation of successful community placements.  
3. The CRC has proven resource to assist children in foster care, or who would otherwise be placed in foster care without the availability of the resources at the CRC.  The CRC reduces the length of time children stay in state custody, and children who are placed at the CRC are more likely to be placed in the care of a relative as opposed to a foster care placement.  

4. During the Fall BUMP 07/08 BUMP process, the City Council adopted allocated $183,000 for the CRC to enable to the CRC to remain open and available as a resource throughout the 2008 calendar year. 
5. Christie Care Inc. currently operates the CRC.  

6. Funds are available for this grant in the Special Appropriation Unit 401 of the General Fund

.  

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Affairs is authorized to enter into an Agreement with the Christie Care as substantially set forth in Exhibit A attached to this ordinance. 

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to Special Appropriation Unit 401 of the General Fund, in the sum of $183,000 once the grant agreement is executed.
Section 2. The council declares that an emergency exists because a delay in authorizing this portion of the grant funds could cause the CRC the funding it needs to remain open and continue to be available as a resource to the community; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
