ORDINANCE No. 181687
*Authorize contract with CH2M Hill, Inc. to develop the Portland Evacuation Annex and associated appendices in the amount of $199,749 (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:  

1. The Federal Government has made funds available to the Portland, Oregon Urban Area for development of a citywide evacuation plan that allows the other Urban Areas Security Initiative jurisdictions an understanding of Portland’s issues, methodologies and assets related to evacuation so that they may plan accordingly. 
2. The State of Oregon is the grantee for the Portland Urban Area grant funds. They have contracted with the City of Portland to administer the program and funds for the urban area.
3. The end result of this project will be a regionally vetted City of Portland evacuation annex with appendices that address the use of transportation routes and City of Portland Parks. 
4. Contractor will develop accompanying associated appendices including a Portland Parks Bureau facility review to ascertain capacity and capability for use during a disaster, and a regional transportation system study. This will identify a toolbox of techniques to use in an emergency evacuation, an inventory of assets, and information on alternate routing.
5. The City of Portland Office of Emergency Management currently administers the grant for the Urban Area.
Now, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Portland City Council to approve the contract in a form substantially in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A between the City of Portland and CH2MHill for $199,749 to develop the Portland Evacuation Annex and associated appendices.
 b.  The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the DHS UASI FY 2006 grant, Center Code 11011850 as  agreed through the contract  schedule and as deliverables are presented and approved by the Portland Office of Emergency Management and their partners in the Urban Area Security Initiative points of contact group. 
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists due to the limited time frame for the contractor to fulfill its Scope of Work as stated in the Contract between the City and the Contractor.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
