INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT

This is an agreement authorized under ORS Chapter 190, by and between the City of Portland (City), through the Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R), and Portland Community College (College), a public institution operated by a community college district.

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, ORS 190.007 states that intergovernmental cooperation to further economic and efficient provision of services by local government is a matter of statewide concern.

WHEREAS, ORS 279.025(2)(a)(A) provides that contracts between contracting agencies are exempt from the Public Contracting Code.
WHEREAS, both the City and College find it mutually beneficial for both units of local government to cooperate in The Institute for Health Professionals (IHP) for Pre-Hospital Trauma Life Support (PHTLS) training for paramedic emergency response personnel; and

WHEREAS, College has the current ability and capacity to provide PHTLS training for the paramedic emergency response personnel for the City; and

WHEREAS, the City has the need for this PHTLS training and the resources to pay for it.

In consideration of those premises as generally recited, it is agreed as follows:

1. The College will provide the following:

a.
The Institute for Health Professionals, which is one (1), one-day class related to PHTLS Instructor certification.

1) The class will be held on April 8, 2008. 

2) One (1) day of Instructor training for 15 people.

3) One instructor who will act as the instructor course coordinator.  Payment for this instructor will be the responsibility of the College.

4) Instructor certification issued to students meeting course requirements.

b.
The Institute for Health Professionals, which is six (6), one-day classes related to PHTLS Provider certification.
1) The classes will be held on April 15, 16, 23, and May 13, 14, and 21, 2008.
2) Each class will consist of one day of training for up to 25 students for a six day total not to exceed 150.
3) The class will discuss topics related to pre-hospital trauma life support.

4) One instructor, who will act as course coordinators.  Payment for this instructor will be the responsibility of the College.

5) PHTLS Provider cards will be issued to students meeting course requirements.

2.
The City will provide the following:


a.
For Instructor Certification training:


1)
The classroom for the training, located at the Station 12 Conference Room, 8645 NE Sandy, Portland, OR.

2)
Not-to-exceed 15 students.

b.
For the Provider training:


1)
The classroom for the training, located at PF&R Training Center, 4800 NE 122nd Ave, Portland, OR.

2)
Up to 25 students per day, for a maximum not-to-exceed 150 students.

3)
All instructors necessary for the skill stations, other evaluations.  Payment for these instructors


c.
City will provide the equipment necessary to conduct all classes, including but not limited to textbooks, manikins, simulators, medications and medical kits.

d.
Students will have current PHTLS certification.
4.
The College will be compensated, as provided by this section, for all services rendered and expenses incurred to conduct this Institute for Health Professionals in the amount not to exceed $8975.  This includes monitoring the PF&R PHTLS certified instructors during the class dates as specified under 2A.
5.
The College will bill the City following the final class, after all services have been rendered.  Payment is due within thirty (30) days of receipt of the invoice at Accounting, Portland Fire & Rescue, 55 SW Ash St, Portland OR  97204.
6.
This Agreement shall become valid and binding upon approval and signature by both parties to the Agreement.

7. Each party shall be solely responsible for its own activities under this Agreement.   Subject to the limitations and conditions of the Oregon Constitution and the Oregon Tort Claims Act, each party agrees to hold harmless, defend, and indemnify the other party, their officers, agents, and employees, against any claims, demands, actions or suits (including attorney fees and costs), brought against them arising out of or relating to each party’s individual responsibilities under this Agreement.
