Accept $258,145 supplemental grant from the Department of Homeland Security for Portland Fire & Rescue for City Metropolitan Medical Response System  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. In 1999, the U.S. Public Health Service, Dept. of Health and Human Services (USPHS) assisted 25 of the largest metropolitan areas, including Portland, in planning and developing a Metropolitan Medical Response System.

2. In 2001, the City of Portland received a federal award of $600,000 for work completed on the 1999 contract.  In addition to developing the plan, training was required as well as the purchase of equipment and pharmaceuticals for responding to the health and medical consequences of a nuclear, biological or chemical terrorist incident.

3. Since 2004, the City has accepted $1,139,922 in supplemental grant funds from the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) to continue to build on the regional concept of operations.
4. On August 15, 2007, Council passed Ordinance No. 181221, authorizing Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) to apply for $258,145 in supplemental grant funds to be used for logistical support and personal protective equipment.
5. No matching funds are required.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is hereby authorized to accept, on behalf of the city, a Department of Homeland Security grant award in the amount of $258,145.


Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because failure to use the grant funds in a timely fashion will delay the community benefit of this program; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
