ORDINANCE No. 181704
Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the State of Washington Department of Printing to procure print services and printed supplies. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:


1.
The State of Washington Department of Printing (WDOP) provides routine and specialized printing services to its state agencies and to out-of-state governmental entities and educational institutions at discounted contract rates, special promotional rates or negotiated bulk rates.

2.
The City Council has delegated to its Purchasing Agent the authority to procure and contract for certain levels of goods and services directly.  Further delegation permits the Chief Administrative Officer or his designees the authority to procure goods and services at other dollar thresholds.  The Manager of Office of Management and Finance Printing and Distribution Division (P&D) has assigned authority to make small dollar procurements.  However, in order to accomplish procurement at any of these described levels, an intergovernmental agreement with the State of Washington is needed. 

3.
P&D is assigned responsibility for the management of reproduction, mail, distribution and copy services used by the City.  In order to ensure that P&D can provide rapid, convenient reproduction, distribution and mail services, OMF desires to have the flexibility of having WDOP as an available outside vendor for potential procurement of printing services and printed materials when use of WDOP would be more economical and expedient for the City’s needs by having in place an intergovernmental agreement to allow for procurement on an as needed basis subject to the previously delegated purchasing authority of the Purchasing Agent and designated bureau managers.
NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a.
The Chief Administrative Officer of the Office of Management and Finance or authorized designee is hereby authorized to enter into the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Portland and the State of Washington attached hereto as Exhibit A, and any extension or amendment to the Intergovernmental Agreement, subject to approval as to form by the City Attorney.   
b.
Individual purchase orders or procurements with WDOP during the term of the Intergovernmental Agreement shall comply with the procurement authorization and procedures in City Code.
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
