ORDINANCE  NO. 181721
*Extend contract with Damon L. Vickers, Esq., Cummins, Goodman, Fish, Denley & Vickers for outside legal services. (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52398)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Due to a need for legal expertise, the Bureau of Fire and Police Disability and Retirement (FPDR) required the services of outside legal counsel.

2. Damon L. Vickers, Esq., Cummins, Goodman, Fish, Denley & Vickers agreed to provide these services by Legal Services Agreement No. 52398 dated February 14, 2005.

3. Outside legal counsel was originally retained with the understanding that permanent legal counsel would be hired through the City’s RFP process within that period.  A determination regarding legal counsel services has been made and a Deputy City Attorney has been hired.  However, due to the amount of work already begun by outside legal counsel on some current cases, it is not feasible to transfer the files to the Deputy City Attorney.  In order to expedite current cases and workloads, it will be necessary to extend the legal services agreement for an additional period.  
4. In addition, due to the volume of work assigned to outside legal counsel, the compensation paid to outside legal counsel will soon exceed the amount allotted for legal services.  It is therefore necessary to extend the legal services agreement in the amount of $50,000 in order to continue authorization and payment of legal services. 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.  The City Attorney is authorized to extend Legal Service Agreement No. 52398, dated February 14, 2005 to provide for representation by outside legal counsel for an additional $50,000 for a contract amount not to exceed $250,000.  

b. The term of the agreement is extended from June 30, 2008 to December 31, 2008.

c. If applicable, the provisions of City Code Chapter 5.68 are waived.

d. The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to draw and deliver warrants in payment of legal services provided under this Legal Services Agreement chargeable to Center Code 33710100.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to pay for legal services necessary, therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
