*      Extend contract with Kristin Lensen Consulting to provide additional Racial Profiling Committee meeting facilitation services  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 37437)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland agrees that the issue of racial profiling is worthy of being addressed at the policy and community levels. 
2. The City of Portland established the Racial Profiling Committee by Council resolution on January 10, 2007. 

3. The City entered into Contract No. 37437 on July 12, 2007 with Kristin Lensen Consulting to facilitate committee meetings, record meeting minutes, and provide advice for the Racial Profiling Committee. 
4. The Racial Profiling Committee reported to City Council, as mandated upon establishment, on January 16, 2008. 
5. The Mayor’s Office wishes to amend the contract to add an additional 8 months of facilitation services. This amendment will extend the contract expiration date to September 30, 2008.

6. This amendment will increase the total compensation by $39,805. 
NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to amend Contract No. 37437 between the City and Kristin Lensen Consulting in a form substantially in accordance with the amendment attached as Exhibit A.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in proceeding with this amendment will 
     unnecessarily deprive the City of its benefits; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect
                  from and after its passage by the Council.
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
