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ORDINANCE No. 181726
Authorize a contract and provide for payment for the construction of the Stephens Creek Confluence Habitat Enhancement Project 8654  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
In 2004, Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) completed the Stephens Creek Subwatershed Improvement Strategies Report.  The Stephens Creek confluence habitat enhancement project was ranked as the highest priority project in this strategy report.

2.
On March 8, 2006, the Council adopted the Portland Watershed Management Plan which affirms the City’s commitment to a watershed approach for natural resource protection and enhancement.
2.
In July 2006, the Council approved the Watershed Investment Fund (WIF) to support additional BES high priority watershed improvement projects.
3.
Environmental Services has partnered with Portland Parks and Recreation and community members to prepare plans and specifications for removing the decommissioned combined sewer overflow pipe; restoring the banks of Stephens Creek; installing large wood complexes to enhance stream bank habitat; excavating an off-channel backwater habitat area to provide fish habitat; and invasive plant removal and site re-vegetation.  
4.
The Bureau of Environmental Services requires the furnishing of materials and labor for this project.


5.
The established cost is $541,200 (optimal level of confidence).  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project Number 8654, Account No. 567000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $541,200.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
