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ORDINANCE No. 181727
Authorize grant agreement with American Youth Hostels, Inc., Oregon Council for stormwater demonstration project. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Portland City Council adopted the Clean River Program on April 6, 1990 and reaffirmed it on May 10, 1995. Elements of the program included controlling combined sewer overflows, reducing stormwater flow, creating environmental partnerships, and providing education.  

2. On March 8, 2006, the Council adopted the 2005 Portland Watershed Management Plan, which describes actions for watershed health including stormwater management projects.

3. In July 2006, the Council approved the Watershed Investment Fund (WIF) to support additional Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) high-priority watershed improvement projects.
4. American Youth Hostels, Inc., Oregon Council, Hawthorne Hostel (AYH) location has mutual interests with the City related to conserving water resources, involving community members in the care of watersheds and being seen as a leader in sustainability practices.  BES and AYH have agreed to partner through the attached grant agreement. The hostel will build a demonstration rainwater harvesting and stormwater system that includes rainwater re-use cisterns, stormwater wall, planters and a bioswale in addition to the ecoroof built in 2002. 


5.
The established cost is $133,800.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-32-130  #8486.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Bureau Director and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with AYH for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $133,800.
b. The Director is authorized to execute amendments to this agreement to extend the terms or increase the agreement amount.

c. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
