ORDINANCE No. 181728
Amend contract with SEQ Corp. dba North Creek Analytical, Inc. for laboratory services (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 36238)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES), Water Pollution Control Laboratory (WPCL) requires environmental analytical services on an as-needed basis for analyses for which the WPCL does not have the proper instrumentation and/or expertise, or workload exceeds WPCL capacity.
2. The outside laboratory services are time sensitive and are a regulatory requirement of the City’s wastewater, stormwater and underground injection control permits, and failure to provide such services may expose the City to stipulated penalties under the terms of said permits.
3. Ordinance No. 179331 authorized an agreement (Contract No. 36238) with SEQ Corp. DBA North Creek Analytical, Inc. on June 15, 2005 for as-needed laboratory services in accordance with Portland City Code Chapter 5.68. 
4. As of January 1, 2008 SEQ Corp. DBA North Creek Analytical, Inc. merged with and into TestAmerica Laboratories, Inc.  The City recognizes and approves of TestAmerica Laboratories, Inc. as the successor to said agreement. 

5. The term of the agreement expires June 30, 2008; however, the agreement provides that the City may extend the contract for two additional years. 
6. Extending the contract term requires an increase to the not to exceed limit.

7.
The established cost is $800,000.00.  The current fiscal year cost is approximately $350,000.00. Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 147-13-030, Account No. 521000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract amendment with TestAmerica Laboratories Inc. for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of 800,000.00.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
