ORDINANCE No.     181735
Authorize acceptance of three parcels of open space known as Johnswood Park located in Charleston Park Place from HOST Development, Inc. for park purposes  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:


1.
On June 23, 1999 Council adopted Ordinance No. 173500 declaring land known as Johnswood Park to be surplus to the City an authorized its sale to HOST Development, Inc. (HOST) for construction of affordable housing.

2.
The sale and transfer of the surplus property to HOST was completed on November 11, 1999 with the recording of deed No. 99211394 with Multnomah County, Oregon.


3.
Final platting of the housing development on Johnswood Parks now know as “Charleston Park Place” realigned the roadway to meet PDOT requirements and, as a result, HOST created three legal open space lots (Tracts A, B, and C) out of Tract A. These three tracts (the Property) are the subject this ordinance and described in Exhibit A and depicted in Exhibit B. 


4.
A condition of the Ordinance No. 173500 was that if no responsible owner could be found within 5 years the City would agree to acquire, at no cost, the Property from HOST Development, Inc.  No responsible owner could be found and now HOST wishes to transfer the Property to the City.


5.
With construction of the housing development HOST executed a Common Area Maintenance Agreement and Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions (Agreement) which was recorded in Multnomah County on October 12, 2000.  A condition of the Agreement stipulates that upon transfer of the Property to the City, HOST and the Charleston Park Place property owners would be released of obligations to maintain the Property.

6.
A condition of the Ordinance required HOST to construct a community garden in a nearby park and that condition has been met.

7.
Parks has reviewed the available information regarding the Property and concluded that conditions required of HOST precedent to closing have been met and recommends acquisition of the Property for use as a park.  It is in the public interest and for the general benefit and use of the people of the City of Portland that this property be acquired for park use.


8.
The Director of Parks estimates that the costs for on-going operations and maintenance (O&M) of the Property as a neighborhood park will be $8,900 per year.


9.
The Director of Parks and Recreation recommends that with conditions of acceptance having been met Johnswood property be accepted and included in Parks Neighborhood Park inventory. 

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Utilities or, in his absence, the Mayor, is authorized to all execute all documents necessary to close the transaction and all documents have been approved as to form by the City Attorney; 

b.
In accepting responsibility for the Property for future park development, the Council acknowledges the need to fund the cost for on-going O&M estimated at $8,900 per year, and directs the Bureau of Management and Finance to transfer this ongoing funding allocation from the General Fund to the Parks and Recreation budget beginning in FY 2008-09 to be initiated by Parks request.
