ORDINANCE No. 181737
*Authorize a grant to Jefferson High School for the “Come Fly with Me” coaching clinic
(Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Jefferson High School is celebrating its 100th Anniversary in 2008, and has a long tradition of academic and athletic excellence. 

2. The Jefferson High School Democrats’ Girls Basketball Team won the 2008 State 5A Championship.
3. The Jefferson High School Democrats' Boys Basketball Team won the 2008 State 5A Championship. 
4. Mayor Tom Potter moved City Hall to Jefferson High School for the week of January 14 – 18, 2008, to give students, parents and educators a first hand lesson in how government really works - and to showcase the opportunities, successes and challenges facing Jefferson High School and all high schools in Portland. 
5. Hundreds of area city, county, school and civic leaders, parents and local business owners visited Jefferson High throughout the January 14th week to see first hand what is going well, what challenges exist, and to identify how the community can help. Coaching youth is an excellent avenue for parent and volunteer connection to our youth, inspiring youth to be productive and positive influences in their community.  

6. Our entire community will benefit from teaching our high school and community coaches to be great mentors for our youth.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That, building on the momentum Jefferson High School has developed, Council hereby approves a grant to Jefferson High School to cover costs related to the “Come Fly with Me” basketball coaching clinic
b. That Council will appropriate up to $6,300 from one-time General Fund contingency in the 2008 spring Budget Monitoring Process (BuMP) for payment to Jefferson High School. The appropriation will be budgeted in the Commissioner of Public Utilities’ Office.   
c. That the grant agreement shall require Jefferson’s community coaches participating in the “Come Fly with Me” clinic to report back to Council on the usefulness of the Clinic by June 30, 2008.

The Commissioner of Public Utilities is hereby authorized to execute a grant 
agreement in substantially form to that attached to this ordinance as Exhibit A.  

Section 2.  The council declares that an emergency exists because the clinic will take place on April 26, 2008; therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effective from and after its passage by Council.  
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
