ORDINANCE No. 181738
* Authorize a grant to the North by Northeast Community Health Center to support expansion of waiting room facilities (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:

1.
North by Northeast is a domestic Oregon public benefit corporation operating as a 501(c)(3) tax-exempt entity whose mission is to is to improve health outcomes in a medically under-served community by offering health screening and basic medical services at no cost.  North by Northeast offers free health care and medications to low-income, uninsured residents in five zip codes in North and Northeast Portland, as.  Priority is given to low-income individuals without health insurance living in the surrounding inner N/NE neighborhoods. North by Northeast’s work is driven by a staff of volunteer medical providers, and is overseen by a 7-member board of directors and a 10 member advocate board. 

2.
North by Northeast serves low-income and uninsured residents of five zip codes in North and Northeast Portland.  

3.
North by Northeast improves health outcomes in a medically under-served community by offering health screening and basic medical services at no cost.
4.
North by Northeast helps residents qualify for jobs by working with patients to pass physicals and update vaccinations.
5.
North by Northeast is staffed by volunteer medical providers.
6.
The Council previously approved funding of a grant for the North by Northeast Community Health Center as part of the Minor Supplemental Budget in the FY 2007-08 Fall Budget Adjustment Process.  Ordinance No. 181456.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Safety and the Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $35,000 in one-time funds to North by Northeast substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to allow North by Northeast to expeditiously proceed with increasing its service capacities would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
