ORDINANCE No. 181739
* Authorize a grant to Outside In to support a second Virginia Woof Dog Daycare and Job Training Center aimed at homeless youth (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds that:

1.
Outside In has provided services to Portland’s homeless youth and low-income adults for 39 years, as a domestic Oregon public benefit corporation operating as a 501(c)(3) tax-exempt entity.
2.
Outside In operates the Virginia Woof Daycare as a job training site for homeless youth.  This program is unique nationally, providing a safe and healthy learning environment on basic job skills for homeless youth.  The program has been nationally recognized by the US Department of Labor as a best practices program.  The City’s Bureau of Housing and Community Development contracts with the original Virginia Woof site for on-the-job training for 12 homeless youth annually.
3.
Based upon the success of the original site, Outside In has opened a second site for the Virginia Woof Daycare program.  The second site provides opportunities for employment training for 24 homeless youth annually.
4.
The addition of 1-2 permanent part-time positions will allow graduates of the training program to continue their efforts to improve their lives, achieve further stability and pursue educational goals.
5.
Collaboration with the Pixie Project at Virginia Woof will provide on-the-job training in retail services, a marketable skill that improves the chances of youth obtaining permanent unsubsidized employment.

6.
The Council previously approved funding of a grant to the Outside In Virginia Woof Dog Daycare program as part of the Minor Supplemental Budget in the FY 2007-08 Fall Budget Adjustment Process.  Ordinance No. 181456.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Safety and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $50,000 in one-time funds with the Outside In Virginia Woof Dog Daycare program substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to allow North by Northeast to expeditiously proceed with increasing its service capacities would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
