ORDINANCE No. 181742
Authorize License Agreement with the Pittock Mansion Society to operate and manage the Pittock Mansion  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Pittock Mansion Society is an Oregon non-profit corporation, organized to encourage and assist the City of Portland in the operation, preservation and restoration of the buildings and grounds of the Pittock Mansion.


2. Through various agreements with the City, the Pittock Mansion Society has been a partner in operating the Pittock Mansion since 1964.
3. The latest agreement has expired and the parties now wish to enter into a license agreement for continued operation of the Pittock Mansion by the Pittock Mansion Society.

4. In order to promote cooperation and to define the relationship between the City and the Pittock Mansion Society, the City and the Pittock Mansion Society should enter into an agreement.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Commissioner in Charge of Parks and Recreation and the Auditor are authorized to execute a License Agreement, in a form substantially similar to the attached and as approved as to form by the City Attorney, granting the Pittock Mansion Society authorization to operate and manage the Pittock Mansion.
