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SUMMARY OF OBJECTIONS AND FINDINGS TO COUNCIL

April 9, 2008
Assess benefited properties for street in the NE 135th Avenue and Prescott Court Local Improvement District (Hearing; Ordinance; C-10015)

I.  SUMMARY

A written objection representing 1 of the owners of the 8 properties proposed for final assessment in the NE 135th Avenue and Prescott Court Local Improvement District (LID) was received by the filing deadline.

II. SPECIFIC RESPONSES TO THE OBJECTION FILED BY PROPERTY OWNER PUBLIC STORAGE
An objection was submitted by Christopher Tucker, representative of the owner of the property at 13515 NE Prescott Court; State ID #1N2E23AC  1900; Tax Account #R700700550; legal description REYNOLDS MTN VIEW; LOT 28-31; LOT 36-43; pending lien record #137500 (see Attachment 1).

ISSUES RAISED BY THE OBJECTION
Issue No. 1 (only issue raised):  Public Storage Properties VII, Inc. (“Public Storage”), hereby objects to the proposed assessment it has received, in the amount of $256,505.27, regarding the NE 135tth Avenue & Prescott Court LID.  Public Storage’s grounds for objection include, but are not limited to, the fact that Public Storage has not been afforded any opportunity to review the purported actual costs of the Project.

Findings:

a. City Code requires that objections be made seven calendar days prior to the Council hearing.  Since this deadline has passed, there is no obligation for the City to respond to any additional objections raised.  Notice of this deadline was provided to the property owner as required by City Code (see Finding No. 9 of this Ordinance).

b. Public Storage could not remonstrate against formation of this LID and cannot now object to final assessment of this LID because a deed restriction (effectively a waiver of remonstrance) was recorded for this property on November 18, 1981.  This binds all current and future owners of this property, although it does not appear that property ownership has since changed.
c. The actual costs of the project are contained in Exhibit B of this Ordinance.  An electronic copy of this exhibit was e-mailed by Andrew Aebi, Local Improvement District Administrator, to Mr. Tucker on April 4, 2008.
d. Mr. Tucker withdrew Public Storage’s objection to final assessment on April 7, 2008 (see Attachment 2).

II.
RECOMMENDATION

This local improvement district has provided street improvements for the benefit of the properties within the local improvement district boundaries.  It is the recommendation of the Local Improvement District Administrator that the Final Assessment Ordinance be passed.
