ORDINANCE NO. 181747
* Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Portland Development Commission, Housing Authority of Portland and Multnomah County to provide a social housing delivery system evaluation.  (Ordinance).
Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Recent evaluations by various stakeholders in the Portland/Multnomah County Social Housing delivery system indicate that the current public-sector system to finance, program and manage our social housing inventory can be improved.
2. The City of Portland, Portland Development Commission, Housing Authority of Portland, and Multnomah County jointly issued a Request for Proposal (BHCD007) and selected Clegg & Associates to perform the evaluation services.
3. The City of Portland, Portland Development Commission, Housing Authority of Portland, and Multnomah County will jointly fund a contract with Clegg & Associates not to exceed $98,946.  The parties’ contribution to fund the evaluation is detailed in the following table:

4. The Portland Development Commission, Housing Authority of Portland, and Multnomah County agree to pay the City of Portland in the amount stated in the above table.

5. Funding for the City of Portland’s contribution comes from City of Portland’s General Fund FY 2007-08 Fall BUMP.
NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs that:

a. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute an IGA with Portland Development Commission, Housing Authority of Portland, and Multnomah County in a form substantially in accordance with the IGA attached herein as Exhibit A.

b.
The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to pay for said contract from General Funds allotted to the Bureau of Housing and Community Development to be reimbursed in part by the Portland Development Commission, Housing Authority of Portland, and Multnomah County.

Section 2.  The Council declares: 

An emergency exists because delay in funding would interrupt the necessary evaluation of the social housing delivery system; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
