ORDINANCE No.   181748
*Amend contract with Elizabeth H. Moreno to provide additional services in technical writing in relation to visionPDX and provide for payment  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 37613)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. On September 20, 2007, the City entered into a Professional, Technical and Expert (PTE) contract with Elizabeth Moreno for professional services in technical writing related to the visionPDX project.  The contracted was amended on November 30, 2007, for continued services.
2. Elizabeth Moreno assisted the City compile, draft and edit the abridged version of the “Voices from the Community: visionPDX Community Input Summary,” which provided a 98-page overview of over 21,000 pages of data gathered as part of the Community Vision Project.

3. Elizabeth Moreno has continued to assist the City organize, write and edit the full, unabridged data report, which expands upon the summaries and includes tensions in the data, trends by subject area and citizens’ strategies for addressing community issues. City staff are currently working to edit this report for Internet publication. The final web-based publication will be searchable by subject area and will offer useful data from visionPDX to the community, government bureaus, elected officials and city planners. This unabridged report will be a source of information helpful to developing the Portland Plan and supporting the efforts of the Vision Into Action Steering Committee.  This amendment will provide for development of materials from the “Community Input Report” and preparation of text for Web publication.  
4. The established additional cost is $10,000.  Funds are available in the adopted FY 2007-2008 budget for Center Code 51071708, Account No. 549000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:
a. That the Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute an amendment to Contract No. 37613 as described in a form substantially in accordance with Amendment No. 2 attached as Exhibit A.  

b. The Mayor and Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the FY 2007-2008 budget, Center Code 51071708, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that there be no delay paying the consultant for ongoing services; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
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
