ORDINANCE No. 181752
* Authorize application of grant funds to United States Environmental Protection Agency for brownfield sites within the City. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland is committed to encouraging the remediation of brownfield sites within the City.

2. The EPA is making funds available to conduct training, research, and technical assistance related to brownfield sites.

3. The Bureau of Environmental Services is responding with an application totaling $1,200,000 to provide environmental site assessments, offer technical assistance, plan and conduct cleanup activities, support community involvement, and initiate interim use on publicly and privately owned brownfield sites.
4. Local match, while not required, is considered in proposal evaluation.  A 15% match will be satisfied through ongoing activity of the Portland Brownfield Program staff and assessment funding from the Brownfield Investment Fund.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to make application to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency for grants totaling $1,200,000.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because US Environmental Protection Agency Request for Applications has a closing date of May 1, 2008 for this grant.  Delay in application would disqualify the City from applying for the funding source.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
