
ORDINANCE No. 181755
Authorize grant agreement with Audubon Society of Portland for $6,000 (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Water quality and watershed management is a key concern for the Portland Region in general and the Bureau of Environmental in particular.

2. The Oaks Bottom Wildlife Refuge, a vital and key community and ecological asset, needs restoration and enhancement work to properly function.  A three phase project has been identified to improve water quality, and habitat quality and quantity thereby benefiting fish and wildlife. Phases 1&2 of this three phased project involve modifying a water control structure, replacing a culvert, and restoring five acres of wetland habitat at the north end of the Refuge.

3. The Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership (LCREP), in partnership with BPA, awarded grant funds in the amount of $132,000 to the City of Portland for Phases 1&2 of the Oaks Bottom Wildlife Refuge Habitat Restoration Project. Project activities will engage many citizens in environmental stewardship of the watershed.
4. The LCREP/BPA grant budget includes $6,000 to fund Audubon to conduct Wild in the City educational trips at Oaks Bottom.  Funds are available in FY 2008/2009 in BES center code 145-22-110, project #8777 (grant funds).
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services and Auditor are authorized to execute a grant agreement with Audubon Society of Portland, in substantially the same form as Exhibit A attached herein, in an amount not to exceed $6,000.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.
