
ORDINANCE No. 181761
* Authorize a grant to The Salvation Army to relocate and continue to operate an emergency shelter for homeless women  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds that:

1.
 The Salvation Army’s West Women’s Shelter currently operates an emergency shelter for homeless women at Harbor Lights, 30 SW 2nd Avenue.  

2.
The building at 30 SW 2nd Avenue will likely be sold within the next several years.  Thus, the West Women’s Shelter will eventually be required to move to a different location.

3.
The building located at 11 N.W. 5th Avenue is vacant.  The property owner is amenable to entering into a long-term lease with the Salvation Army so that they can continue to provide year-round emergency shelter to homeless women.

4.
The City has a need for 12 new drug and alcohol treatment beds in order to expand a treatment program operated the Neighborhood Liveability Community Enforcement Program (NLCEP), referred to in Ordinance No. 181456 as VSAT (Voluntary Substance Abuse Treatment).

5.
Now is an opportune time for the Salvation Army to move to 11 N.W. 5th Avenue because the City can utilize the facility at 30 SW 2nd Avenue for its need for 12 new drug and alcohol treatment beds.

In the course of the FY 2007-08 Fall Budget Adjustment Process, the Portland City Council passed Ordinance No. 181456 which included an appropriation to VSAT (Voluntary Substance Abuse Treatment) (known as the Neighborhood Liveability Community Enforcement Program (NLCEP)) in the amount of $710,709.

7. 
 In early 2008, the Council also approved a resolution authorizing up to $242,000 for capital improvements at 11 N.W. 5th Avenue so that the property could function as an emergency shelter for the Salvation Army.
8.
In accordance with the Council’s appropriation and resolution, the City now desires to make a grant to Salvation Army in an amount not to exceed $300,000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 
a. The Commissioner of Public Safety and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a grant agreement for $300,000 with the Salvation Army substantially in conformance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A to the original of this ordinance.
b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because any delay in providing grant funding to allow The Salvation Army to expeditiously proceed with increasing its relocation plans would harm the public interest; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
