ORDINANCE No. 181764
Apply for a $560,625 grant from the Department of Homeland Security to replace Personal Alert Safety System devices  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) announced a grant under the Assistance to Firefighter Grant Program (AFGP).  Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) has applied for this grant successfully in the past.

2. DHS requires that cities with a population of over 500,000 match the grant funds at a level of 20 percent.  The required match will be met using funds for related activities in PF&R’s existing budget. 

3. The PF&R proposal will replace faulty Personal Alert Safety System (PASS) devices currently in use – devices that should sound an alarm if a firefighter stops moving in hazardous conditions – with new, safe devices.

4. The total budget of the grant project is estimated at $560,625, of which $448,500 is funded by grant and $112,125 is estimated local match.

5. The grant is an on-line application and requires electronic submission.

6. The City of Portland Office of Management and Finance, Grants and Contracts section is aware of this grant application.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is authorized to apply to the Department of Homeland Security for a grant of $560,625 from the Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program. 

b. Portland Fire & Rescue staff Jen Clodius is authorized to certify her signature electronically for the on-line grant application.
