ORDINANCE No. 181765
*Amend contract with the Immigrant and Refugee Community Organization to facilitate the City of Portland Summer Youth Employment Program  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 37275)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council Finds:

1. Over the past several summers, BHR has coordinated the SYEP on behalf of the City by providing a total of 385 youths with on the job training and work experience, including information on government employment and career opportunities.
2. On April 24, 2007, the City awarded and entered into a Contract No: 37275 with IRCO to administer the City’s SYEP by recruiting and training students prior to placement with the City.

3. IRCO performed the scope of the work outlined in the Contract No: 37275 in an exemplary manner and at times exceeding the expectations of the City by recruiting a diverse applicant pool, setting standards on performance, including workplace behaviors, and implementing a reliable system to track and compensate student participants. 
4. The cost of the Summer Youth Employment Program shall not exceed $185,000. The cost of the program is allocated in BHR’S budget and resides in Fund 101 AU 307.

5. In the interest of continuity and continued excellent service, it is in the best interest of the City to amend Contract No: 37275.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute Amendment No: 3 with IRCO in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.  

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to HR Budget when demand is presented and approved by proper authority.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in the approval of Amendment No: 3 will unnecessarily delay the implementation of the 2008 SYEP.  
Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
