ORDINANCE No. 181769
* Accept a grant from the Oregon Department of Justice and the Oregon High Intensity Drug Trafficking Areas Program for $56,340 to fund Police Bureau Portland Interdiction Team efforts  (Ordinance) 
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:
1. In March 2007, the Oregon Department of Justice was awarded $2,790,000 by the Office of National Drug Control Policy's High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (HIDTA) Program to support initiatives designed to implement the strategy proposed by the Executive Board of the Oregon HIDTA Program and approved by the Office of National Drug Control Policy (ONDCP).

2. The Oregon Department of Justice and the Oregon HIDTA Program have awarded $56,340 in funding to the Portland Police Bureau for efforts in disrupting and dismantling drug trafficking organizations in Multnomah, Washington, and Clackamas Counties by employing a multi-agency approach to significantly impact drug availability in the area.  This grant continues HIDTA funding received since 2005.
3. The multi-agency Portland Interdiction Team is jointly managed and supervised by the Portland Police Bureau Drugs and Vice Division in conjunction with the U.S. Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA).  

4. The grant period is January 1, 2007, to December 30, 2008. 
5. The grant does not require matching funds. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and City Auditor are authorized to accept the 2007 Oregon High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area Program grant.

Section 2. The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement may impede the receipt of program funding.  Therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
