ORDINANCE No.  181770
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Multnomah County to provide outpatient treatment and supportive housing to chronic offenders identified by the Service Coordination Team  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City and Multnomah County will manage a contract through Volunteers of America (VOA) for daily outpatient drug and alcohol treatment for up to 42 chronic repeat offenders identified by the Service Coordination Team (SCT). 
2. The SCT is comprised of Portland Police Bureau (PPB), Multnomah County District Attorney (DA), Department of Community Justice (DCJ), and contracted and community- based treatment services providers.

3. VOA will provide outpatient drug and alcohol treatment services for up to 30 men daily, identified by the SCT.

4. VOA will offer supportive housing for up to 12 identified individuals through a Salvation Army sub-contract with VOA.
5. The term of this agreement shall be from January 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008.

6. The City agrees to pay through DJC an amount not to exceed $297,215 with payment breakdown as follows:

a. Outpatient treatment for up to 30 males from February 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008 for $75,000;

b. Supportive housing with treatment for up to 12 males from April 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008 for $131,000;

c. Multnomah County Deputy District Attorney from January 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008 for $53,000;

d. Half-time District Attorney clerical support staff from March 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008 for $8,850;

e. Multnomah County Parole and Probation Officer from February 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008 for $29,365.

7. The City agrees to issue payment to Multnomah County in two installments of $148,607.50.  The first payment will be issued upon execution of this agreement.  The second and final payment will be issued June 30, 2008.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to execute this agreement between the City and Multnomah County in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A at a cost not to exceed $297,215.

Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because delay in funding would interrupt Multnomah County’s ability to continue to provide residential drug and alcohol treatment.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
