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ORDINANCE No. 181772
* Authorize a contract with GSI Water Solutions, Inc. for as-needed services to support implementation of the City Water Pollution Control Permit (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City uses over 9,000 sumps to dispose of stormwater from public rights-of-way.  For many areas, primarily east of the Willamette River, sumps are the only available method for stormwater disposal.
2. Sumps are an important development tool, serving both private development and roadways, while supporting green development approaches to stormwater management.

3. Sumps are regulated as “Underground Injection Controls” (UICs) under the Federal Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA).  In Oregon, The US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has delegated the regulation of UICs to the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).

4. In June 2005, DEQ issued the City a Water Pollution Control Facilities (WPCF) permit establishing the construction, operation, and maintenance requirements the City must implement for public UICs to ensure groundwater is protected for use as a drinking water resource.  
5. The City has developed and begun implementation of the UIC Management Plan (UICMP) to comply with the WPCF permit and ensure groundwater is protected as a drinking water resource.  The UICMP  describes how the City will manage and monitor the system,  evaluate collected data, respond to concerns or identified issues, and take corrective actions where necessary and within permit established timelines.  
6. The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) is responsible for City wide implementation of the UICMP and compliance with the WPCF permit.
7. BES is in need of professional and technical services to assist City staff in meeting compliance requirements and timelines established in the permit.  
8. The services were solicited through RFP No. BES074 and five (5) proposals were received.  A selection committee comprising of City staff and one outside party reviewed and scored the proposals from the responding firms in accordance with Section 5.68 of the City Code.

9. The term of the contract is for five (5) years.

10. The total contract amount will not exceed $175,000 annually or $875,000 over 5 years.  This contract will be funded through the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code [145-31-010], Account No. 529000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with GSI Water Solutions, Inc. for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount not to exceed $175,000 annually and not-to-exceed $875,000 over five (5) years, substantially in conformance with Exhibit A and the contract.

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because waiting will place the City in a difficult position to complete the required commitments within the timelines established in the WPCF permit for submission in the required annual report to DEQ.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
