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ORDINANCE No. 181773
*Amend contract with West Yost Associates for additional work and compensation for the Ankeny Wastewater Pump Station Upgrade Project No. 8830 (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 36487)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) has need of continuing professional engineering services provided by West Yost Associates (WYA) for the completion of the design of building access and security improvements, and an odor control and treatment system.
2.
WYA is providing professional engineering services under Contract No. 36487, effective on March 6, 2006 with an expiration date of January 31, 2011.
3.
WYA completed a Predesign Report for an Ankeny Pump Station Upgrade project, and BES has been coordinating with Portland Parks & Recreation’s (PP&R) design team for proposed improvements in Waterfront Park that impact the Ankeny pump station building and maintenance yard.
4.
The PP&R project has been advertised for construction bids, and the Ankeny pump station building access and security improvements, and an odor control and treatment system need to be coordinated with the PP&R Waterfront Park Improvements project.
5.
The established cost of this contract amendment is $128,539.  Funds are available in the Sewer System Operating Fund, FY 2007-08 Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 145-22-110, Project Number 8830, Account No. 521000.
NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a.
The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to increase the contract amount of amended contract No. 36487 with West Yost Associates for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $ 128,539.

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Sewer System Operating Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the PP&R Waterfront Park Improvements project is proceeding with construction that will impact the Ankeny pump station building and maintenance yard.   The proposed Ankeny pump station building access and security improvements are needed to maintain adequate security for the protection of the Ankeny PS, and an odor control and treatment system are needed to provide an acceptable environment for planned future PP&R use and activities in Waterfront Park in the immediate vicinity of the Ankeny PS.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
