ORDINANCE No. 181775
* Add language to the condition reserving an easement for utilities for the NW Naito Parkway street vacation in connection with Waterfront Pearl condominium development  (Ordinance; amend Ordinance No. 181601) 

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Ordinance No. 180415 was passed by City Council on September 6, 2006 authorizing a Lease and Option to Purchase Agreement with Waterfront Pearl Limited Partnership to construct, use and maintain portions of a condominium complex on and under dedicated NW Naito Parkway right-of-way.
2.
Ordinance No. 180415 further authorized to complete a sale of the property in the event that a street vacation request was approved.
3.
City Council passed Ordinance No. 181601 on February 6, 2008 approving the requested street vacation with certain conditions and reservations. The Ordinance was recorded April 1, 2008 in Document No. 2008-049692.
4.
It was discovered that certain language requested by the Petitioner and approved by the City was inadvertently omitted from the street vacation Ordinance.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That Ordinance No. 181601 is hereby revised to add the language “(with the exception of two electrical cables which run under the sidewalk adjacent to the Waterfront Pearl condominium development and serve a traffic signal and street lights)” to Condition b3 of said Ordinance.
b.
All remaining portions of Ordinance No. 181601 shall remain unchanged and all conditions thereof shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because it is in the best interest of the public to sell, transfer, and convey the City owned real property abutting 1300 NW Naito Parkway. Delay in the sale of this property will delay the completion of the project and subsequently, the City’s receipt of sale proceeds therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.


Section 3.
Petitioner shall file with the City Auditor, in form approved by the City Attorney, a document in writing, accepting the terms and conditions of the Ordinance.
Section 4.
The City Auditor shall return a certified copy of this Ordinance and the acceptance thereof, to the Right-of-Way Acquisition Section, Transportation Engineering and Development, which shall, at the expense of the Petitioner, file with the recorder, the assessor, and the surveyor of the county in which said property is located, the certified copy of this Ordinance and the acceptance, and any map, plat or other record which may be required by law.  The Right-of-Way Acquisition Section shall return the recorded Ordinance to the Auditor.
