ORDINANCE No. 181784
* Grant revocable permits to the Portland Rose Festival Foundation to perform activities relating to Portland Rose Festival annual celebration from May 10 through June 15, 2008.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:


1.
The Portland Rose Festival Foundation, through its Executive Director Jeff Curtis, has applied for permission to hold annual Rose Festival events. 

2.
In 2008, the Grand Pinnacle Award winning Rose Festival will celebrate 101 years of tradition, innovation and celebration in the Portland community. 

3. 
This unprecedented tribute to Portland's history, culture and community will celebrate past traditions and create new customs that are an important and enjoyable tradition of Portland that should be continued. 

4. Attended by over two million people, the Rose Festival is one of the world's top civic celebrations and has generated more than $80 million dollars annually for the region's economy.
5. The City of Portland desires to show its support of the Rose Festival Foundation by providing an administrative and monetary commitment to parades. 

6. Providing parade access to handicapped and elderly citizens allows the opportunity for all citizens to enjoy public events.

7. Providing bathrooms at public events creates fewer health and safety issues, and eases the burden on businesses along parade routes.  

8. The granting of said permission under certain conditions shall not be detrimental to the public interest.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. Revocable permits are hereby granted to the Portland Rose Festival Foundation for the following Rose Festival activities subject to certain conditions outlined in the attached Exhibits A through F:

1. Erect and maintain flags and banners on the ornamental light standards in downtown Portland from May 11 through June 30, 2008 subject to 

   conditions listed in “Exhibit A”
2. Use a portion of Tom McCall Waterfront Park to hold its Waterfront Village in connection with Rose Festival events through the Parks and Recreation permit process, and also for permission to vend and sell items in the park from May 18, 2007 through June 15, 2008 subject to conditions listed in “Exhibit B”

3. Hold the Starlight Parade, Saturday, May 31, 2008, commencing at 8:30 p.m. in downtown Portland subject to conditions listed in “Exhibit C”

4. Hold the Junior Rose Festival Parade, Wednesday, June 4, 2008, beginning at 1:00 p.m. subject to conditions listed in “Exhibit D”

5. Close portions of city streets as shown on the attached map subject to the conditions listed in “Exhibit E”

6. Hold the Grand Floral Parade, Saturday, June 7, 2008, which begins at 10:00 a.m., and for permission to vend and sell between the curb lines of the parade route streets, items of festival paraphernalia and certain food items during the parade, without payment of the license fee and also requests exemption of payment of permit inspection fees subject to conditions listed in “Exhibit F”.

b. The City of Portland, through special appropriation approved by Council, has authorized $50,000 in funding to provide additional public accessibility for elderly and disabled citizens and temporary bathrooms along the Grand Floral parade route. The administrative and monetary support will include appropriate liability insurance and security controls at these locations along the Grand Floral Parade route.
c. The Rose Festival Foundation, in coordination with the City of Portland, will increase parade access to disabled and elderly citizens to allow additional opportunity for all citizens to enjoy the Grand Floral Parade. Seating at the convention center for disabled and elderly will be doubled in size and additional bleachers or seating areas may be erected at appropriate sites along the route. Additional access for handicapped and elderly citizens will be developed in conjunction with the City of Portland and Rose Festival Foundation where appropriate. Cost for these additional amenities, including liability insurance, will be funded by the City of Portland through the special appropriation.  
Section 2.  This Ordinance shall not become effective until the permittee has filed with the City Auditor a document, which has been approved by the City Attorney, accepting the terms and conditions hereof.
