Exhibit A – Erect and maintain flags and banners on ornamental light standards

The City Traffic Engineer or designee is authorized to modify the dates and/or locations referred to in the permit.  Such modifications do not effect other conditions contained herein.

(4)   This permit is revocable at any time in the event the public's emergency need requires it and no expenditure of money hereunder, lapse of time, or other act or thing shall operate as an estoppel against the city of Portland, or be held to give the Permittee any vested or other right. This permit is non-transferable and non-delegable. Immediately upon the expiration of this permit, or upon its sooner revocation by the Council, the Permittee shall remove said flags and banners from the street area as directed by and to the satisfaction of the City Engineer or designee.

(5)
The Permittee shall hold harmless, defend, and indemnify the City and City's officers, agents, and employees against all claims, demands, actions, and suits (including all attorney fees and costs) brought against any of them arising from the permittee's activities or any subcontractor's activities as authorized under this ordinance.  In no event shall such indemnification extend to any law enforcement activities of the Portland Police Bureau, except where such activities are undertaken at Permittee's request or direction.  Permittee shall execute an indemnification and hold harmless agreement incorporating the terms and requirements of this provision.

Liability Insurance

Permittee shall maintain public liability and property damage insurance that protects the Permittee and the City and its officers, agents, and employees from any and all claims, demands, actions, and suits for damage to property or personal injury, including death, arising from Permittee's activities under this permit.  The insurance shall provide coverage for not less than $200,000 for personal injury to each person, $500,000 for each occurrence, and $500,000 for each occurrence involving property damages; or a single limit policy of not less the $500,000 covering all claims per occurrence.  The limits of the insurance shall be subject to statutory changes as to maximum limits of liability imposed on municipalities of the State of Oregon during the term of the permit.  The insurance shall be without prejudice to coverage otherwise existing and shall name as additional insured the City and its officers, agents, and employees.  Notwithstanding the naming of additional insured, the insurance shall protect each insured in the same manner as though a separated policy had been issued to each, but nothing herein shall operate to increase the insurer's liability as set forth elsewhere in the policy beyond the amount or amounts for which the insurer would have been liable if only one person or interest had been named as insured.  The coverage shall apply as to claims between insured on the policy.  The insurance shall provide that the insurance shall not terminate or be canceled without thirty (30) day written notice first being given to the City Auditor.  If the insurance is cancelled or terminated prior to the event, Permittee shall provide a new policy with the same terms.  Permittee agrees to maintain continuous uninterrupted coverage, for the duration of the permit.  The insurance coverage may expressly exclude any claims arising from law enforcement activities of the Portland Police Bureau.

The Permittee shall maintain on file with the City Auditor a certificate of insurance certifying the coverage required under its section.  The adequacy of the insurance shall be subject to the approval of the City Attorney.  This permit shall be automatically null and void without further action by the Council if, for any reason, this insurance lapses, is canceled or becomes inoperative.

Exhibit B – Use a portion of Tom McCall Waterfront Park

All permit and inspection fees, other than park permit fees and Fire Marshal Public Assembly fee, and code requirements for construction of booths hereby are waived and a revocable permit granted to the Portland Rose Festival Foundation, (Permittee), to use specific sections of Tom McCall Waterfront Park as identified in the usage permit issued by Portland Parks and Recreation, for the purpose of installing tents and holding its annual festival, May 18 through June 15, 2008, or as approved by the Portland Parks Bureau, and also to vend and sell items of festival paraphernalia, novelties, and food items, May 29 through June 8, 2008, within the boundaries as above described, subject to the following conditions:

Areas of S.W. Naito Parkway may be used as approved by the Bureau of Traffic Management.

Entrances and exits to the area shall be limited as designated by the Bureau of Fire, Bureau of Police, the Bureau of Parks, and the Bureau of Traffic Management.

Opening and closing hours daily shall be as follows:

11 a.m. - 12 mid.

Wednesday, June 4
11 a.m. - 12 mid.

Thursday, June 5

Saturday, June 7
11 a.m. – 12 mid.

Sunday, June 8
11 a.m. – 12 mid.

The closing hours of the carnival‑midway section of the Waterfront Village may be altered at the option of the senior Police Bureau member assigned to the Waterfront Village in consultation with Waterfront Village officials, if certain crowd or traffic control issues warrant altering the hours of operation.

Permittee shall take utmost care to preserve the trees, shrubs and grass, sprinkler systems, improvements and furnishings within the area. Permittee shall not drive nails into the trees or trim branches without the prior approval of the Bureau of Parks.  All on-site festival set up shall be approved in advance by Portland Parks and Recreation and any departure from approved site plan will be discussed with on-site supervisor prior to set up. Permittee shall reimburse the City for all property damages incurred during the operation of the Waterfront Village, including but not limited to the restoration of trees, shrubs, grass, sprinkler systems, improvements, and furnishings, and other surfaces made necessary by use pursuant to this permit.

Permittee shall provide sufficient sanitary facilities as specified, regarding number, type and location, in the usage permit issued by Portland Parks and Recreation.  Such facilities shall be maintained in sanitary conditions to meet the requirements of the Environmental Health section of the Multnomah County Department of Public Health and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

For purposes of preparation for the parade, including but not limited to marking the honor line along the route and escorting the floats to the formation area, the Portland Rose Festival Foundation also requests City services from 7:00 a.m. on Friday, May 30, 2008.  For purposes of jurisdiction and control over the parade route the hours shall be from 6:30 p.m. on Saturday, May 31, 2008, until the parade has left the route at the end of the parade at approximately 11:30 p.m.

The concerned bureaus have no objections to these requests, and under certain conditions, the granting of permission for these requests will not be detrimental to the public interest.

(1) This permit is revocable at any time in the event the

(3) That for purposes of exclusive jurisdiction and control over the parade route, including but not limited to identification and exclusion of trespassers on such route under the terms of an agreement between the Portland Rose Festival Foundation and the Portland Police Bureau, this permit shall be in effect from 6:30 p.m. on May 31, 2008 until the Maintenance Bureau has cleaned the route immediately after the parade. The beginning time of this jurisdiction may be modified with the approval of the Police Bureau Officer In Charge in determining the closure of the route.

(4) That along and adjacent to the route as well as in the formation and disband areas, the Bureau of Police shall have the authority to clear the streets or other public places and prohibit motor vehicles, buses, light rail, bicycles, and pedestrians from crossing, parking, stopping, and standing on the streets.

A revocable permit is granted to the Portland Rose Festival Foundation for the exclusive right to vend and sell between the curb lines and their extensions along the route of the Starlight Parade, May 31, 2008 items of festival paraphernalia and certain food items, without payment of City license fees other than parade permit processing fees, subject to the following conditions:

(4)  This permit is revocable at any time in the event the public's emergency need requires it and no expenditure of money hereunder, lapse of time, or other act or thing shall operate as an estoppel against the City of Portland or be held to give the Permittee any vested or other right.

(5)  Permittee shall hold harmless, defend, and indemnify the City and the City's officers, agents, and employees against all claims, demands, actions, and suits (including all attorney fees and costs) brought against any of them arising from the Permittee's activities or any subcontractor's activities as authorized under this ordinance.  In no event shall such indemnification extend to any law enforcement activities of the Portland Police Bureau, except where such activities are undertaken at Permittee’s request or direction.  Permittee shall execute an indemnification and hold harmless agreement incorporating the terms and requirements of this provision.

(6)  Liability Insurance
a. Permittee shall maintain public liability and property damage insurance that protects the Permittee and the City and its officers, agents, and employees from any and all claims, demands, actions, and suits for damage to property or personal injury, including death, arising from Permittee's activities under this permit.  The insurance shall provide coverage for not less than $200,000 for personal injury to each person, $500,000 for each occurrence, and $500,000 for each occurrence involving property damages; or a single limit policy of not less than $500,000 covering all claims per occurrence.  The limits of the insurance shall be subject to statutory changes as to maximum limits of liability imposed on municipalities of the State of Oregon during the term of the permit.  The insurance shall be without prejudice to coverage otherwise existing and shall name as additional insureds the City and its officers, agents, and employees.  Notwithstanding the naming of additional insureds, the insurance shall protect each insured in the same manner as though a separate policy had been issued to each, but nothing herein shall operate to increase the insurer's liability as set forth elsewhere in the policy beyond the amount or amounts for which the insurer would have been liable if only one person or interest had been named as insured.  The coverage shall apply as to claims between insureds on the policy.  The insurance shall provide that the insurance shall not terminate or be canceled without thirty (30) days written notice first being given to the City Auditor.  If the insurance is canceled or terminated prior to the event, Permittee shall provide a new policy with the same terms.  Permittee agrees to maintain continuous uninterrupted coverage, for the duration of the permit.  The insurance coverage may expressly exclude any claims arising from law enforcement activities of the Portland Police Bureau. 

b) Permittee shall maintain on file with the City Auditor a certificate of insurance certifying the coverage required under this section. The adequacy of the insurance shall be subject to the approval of the City Attorney. This permit shall be automatically null and void without further action by the Council if, for any reason, this insurance lapses, is canceled or becomes inoperative.

Exhibit F – Hold Grand Floral Parade

A. Hold the Grand Floral Parade on Saturday, June 7, 2008, in the

streets shown on the attached map marked "Exhibit A" and made a part hereof by reference, subject to the following conditions:


(1)
This permit is revocable at any time in the event the public's emergency need requires it and no expenditure of money hereunder, lapse of time, or other act or thing shall operate as an estoppel against the City of Portland, or be held to give the Permittee any vested or other rights.


(2)
That for preparations for the parade, including but not limited to marking of the honor line along the route, escorting of the floats to the formation area and post‑parade clean up, this permit shall be in effect from 7:00 a.m. on June 6, 2007 until 5:00 p.m. on June 7, 2008.

(3) That for the purpose of providing increased access to

disabled and elderly citizens, the Rose Festival Foundation will double the senior and disabled viewing areas at the convention center and, where possible, increase senior and disabled viewing capacity at specific locations along the route. These locations will be determined in coordination with the City of Portland and Rose Festival Foundation and provide exclusive viewing areas for disabled and elderly citizens. Additionally, temporary bathrooms will be placed along the parade route in appropriate areas determined by the Rose Festival Foundation and the City of Portland. Route entertainment or family activities will also be provided by the Rose Festival Foundation along the route. Funding and liability insurance for additional bleachers or disabled and senior areas, family activities, and temporary bathrooms will be provided by the City of Portland through special appropriation.
(4) That for purposes of exclusive jurisdiction and control over the parade route, including but not limited to identification and exclusion of trespassers on such route under the terms of an agreement between the Portland Rose Festival Foundation and the Portland Police Bureau, this permit shall be in effect from 7:00 a.m. on June 7, 2008 until the Maintenance Bureau has cleaned the route immediately after the parade. The beginning time of this jurisdiction may be modified with the approval of the Police Bureau Officer In Charge in determining the closure of the route.

B. A revocable permit is granted to the Portland Rose Festival

Foundation for the exclusive right to vend and sell between the curb lines and their extensions along the route of the Grand Floral Parade, on June 7, 2008, items of festival paraphernalia and certain food items, without payment of City license fees other than parade permit processing fees, subject to the following conditions:


(1)
The provisions of the permit herein granted shall have no effect as to rights or limitations of news vendors.


(2)
The Permittee may construct, place and maintain at certain specified locations within the street area, supply depots used solely as a source of supply for the food and novelty vendors and not used to vend or sell to the general public.  The Bureau of Police and Bureau of Traffic Management shall cooperate with the Permittee in determining the number of locations of such supply depots, provided, however, that the determination of the Bureau of Police and Bureau of Traffic Management shall be final.


(3)
The Permittee agents and employees shall observe and obey all applicable traffic ordinances and all other applicable ordinances, provisions of the City Code, and further shall obey all orders and directions of the Bureau of Police with respect to compliance with this Ordinance and other applicable Ordinances of the City.

(4) For any violations of the terms of this revocable permit, the Council may in its sole and absolute discretion revoke this special permission granted herein.

C. A revocable permit is granted to the Portland Rose Festival 


Foundation to vend and sell Rose Festival items on sidewalks
on June 7, 2008.
