ORDINANCE NO. 181786
* Authorize subrecipient contract with Affordable Community Environments for $225,000 to provide assistance in the acquisition and construction of its community residence and provide for payment  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains: 

SECTION 1.  The Council finds that: 

1. The City has been awarded funds from the Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA) program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to fund projects within a seven county area to assist individuals with HIV/AIDS.

2. ACE is an experienced developer of affordable housing in Portland.

3. ACE has applied for and was awarded a grant from the City to be used to acquire and develop a total of 48 units of housing at Fruit Valley, 3 of the units will be dedicated to People Living with HIV/AIDS, as specified in the Regulatory Agreement signed on April 9, 2008.

4. Funding for this Agreement is available in the FY 2007-08 Bureau of Housing and Community Development (BHCD) budget in the HOPWA Service Area under Housing Development.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner in charge and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with ACE for Persons with HIV/AIDS in a form substantially in accordance with the Agreement attached as Exhibit A (attached to original ordinance only).

b.
The Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to pay for said contract from the HOPWA fund.

SECTION 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in funding would interrupt ACE’s ability to acquire the land to develop housing for Persons with HIV/AIDS; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
