ORDINANCE No.  181787
Adopt and endorse the Memorandum of Understanding with International Centre for Sustainable Cities and provide for payment (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

1. The City has long been recognized as a national and international leader for promoting integrated long-term planning policies which have, among other things, promoted sustainability and the reduction in greenhouse gas emissions.
2. The City of Portland was designated by Sustainlane as the most sustainable City among the 50 largest US cities.
3. The PLUS Network is one of the leading international sustainability support and information organizations, catalyzing action on urban sustainability through integrated long-term planning and demonstration projects in cities around the world.
4. Membership in the world-wide PLUS network of sustainable cities will greatly benefit Portland’s citizens, staff, and elected officials by providing access to cutting edge thinking and best practices on sustainability issues;
5. The established additional cost is $3,000 for annual dues, and potential subsequent additional costs for annual peer exchange among member cities, hosting of peer exchange and attendance at bi-annual conferences.  Funds are available in the adopted FY 2007-2008 budget for Center Code 51061001, Account No. 549000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with the International Centre for Sustainable cities in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement attached as Exhibit A.
b. The Mayor and Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver checks chargeable to the FY 2007-2008 budget, Center Code 51061001 when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.
