
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
 

 This is a Memorandum of Understanding between the International Centre for Sustainable Cities (ICSC) and the City of Portland concerning membership in the Sustainable Cities: PLUS Network project.
 

As a member of the PLUS Network, the City of Portland agrees to share our particular approach to integrated long-term planning with other Network Members. We recognize that a Network Member agrees to:

 

1. Identify a reference group (preferably to include representatives from the private, public, civil/academic sectors) to oversee its involvement in the Network (the “City Team”); 
2. Share information about its commitment to a path of sustainability (for example through a formal motion endorsing Local Agenda 21, the Melbourne Principles, the Aalborg Charter or participation in Industry Canada’s Sustainable Cities Initiative);
3. Share information about how it is adapting its planning framework to incorporate a long-term time horizon of beyond 30 years (preferably approximately 50 to 100 years) and identifying a short-term project that illustrates action towards the city’s long-term goals. This can be an existing project that will be profiled in the Network communications.  
4. Share information about how it is using a participatory planning process involving the public, private and civil/academic sectors, or how it’s planning process acknowledges the interests of stakeholders from these sectors;
5. Share information about how it is using an integrated planning approach - incorporating environmental, social, cultural and economic well being, preferably at all levels, from the parcel and neighborhood, to city and region;
6. Share any other learning from the long-term planning process and short-term projects with other members of the Network through events and the Network Website;
7. Send up to three representatives of the City Team to attend working meetings every two years to report on successes and failures and lessons learned in its city as financing allows;
8. Have its experiences included in reports, books, CDs, videos and documentation of the project;
9. Provide sufficient resources to participate in the network. This includes at a minimum: staff time and financial resources associated with the city/region’s long-term planning initiative; local costs of workshops held in its city region; annual membership fees to the Network based on the Fee Structure; and travel costs for representatives to attend meetings every two years. Note: some costs for cities will be included in Network fundraising efforts. 
10. This agreement is for an initial period of five years from the effective date of this agreement.  The effective date will be the date of the last signature of this agreement by authorized representatives of the parties, as indicated on the signature page.  The City may terminate this agreement by providing written notice at least 60 days prior to the annual anniversary of the effective date.  This agreement may be extended for an additional five year period by mutual consent of the parties.  The City's consent shall be expressed by an ordinance passed by the City Council;
