ORDINANCE No. 181790
* Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement between the Office of Neighborhood Involvement and Multnomah County Public Affairs Office for mediation services for the Community Residential Siting Program  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland has established the Community Residential Siting Program through the Office of Neighborhood Involvement to serve as a central point of contact to address issues, questions, and concerns of citizens, neighborhood associations, service providers, and service recipients related to the siting and operations of residential facilities and group homes in Portland and Multnomah County.

2. The program provides dispute resolution services, outreach and education to parties involved in the siting and operations of residential facilities and group homes in Portland and Multnomah County.

3. The Multnomah County Public Affairs Office has been charged with coordinating the public involvement process in the siting of county facilities.

4. An intergovernmental agreement has been created to comply with Multnomah County Resolution No. 99-241 and City of Portland Resolution No. 35850, passed in December 1999, which adopted the Community Residential Siting Proposal. Resolution No. 99-241 requires Multnomah County to work in partnership with local jurisdictions.

5. This intergovernmental agreement outlines the responsibilities of the City of Portland’s Office of Neighborhood Involvement and Multnomah County’s Public Affairs Office related to the Community Residential Siting Program. 

6. A total of $29,080 in revenue has been included in the Office of Neighborhood Involvement FY2007-2008 adopted budget for this program.

7. An intergovernmental agreement similar to the agreement attached as Exhibit A has been in place since 2000. The Office of Neighborhood Involvement intends to maintain this program arrangement in future years as funding continues to be available from the County.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Council hereby delegates authority to the Director of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement to execute single and multiyear Intergovernmental Agreements between the City and Multnomah County, regarding the provision of funding for mediation services related to Community Residential Siting, substantially similar to the agreement attached to the original of this ordinance, subject to approval by the City Attorney as consistent with the purpose stated in Section 1.
Section 2.  The Council declares an emergency exists because a delay in approving this agreement may result in a delay services provide under the Community Residential Siting Program; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
