ORDINANCE No. 181791
*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality for participation and funding for the collection and analysis of sediment samples in the Willamette River. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:  
Section 1. The Council finds:

1.
The Council has designated the Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) as the City’s lead representative for the Superfund program.  BES is coordinating this work with multiple other City programs under the comprehensive framework of Portland’s River Renaissance.

2.
The City has a strong interest in ensuring that the Lower Willamette is restored to a condition that protects human health and the environment in a timely and cost-effective manner.  Under the umbrella of River Renaissance, many City efforts to improve river health are underway, including the Superfund Program, the Combined Sewer Overflow project, the Endangered Species Program and Watershed planning efforts.

3.
The purpose of the Intergovernmental Agreement is to allow the City and the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality to work cooperatively to assess the nature and extent of hazardous substances that may be present in the Willamette River upstream of the Portland Harbor Superfund Site. 

4.
The Agreement provides that DEQ will provide up to $50,000 in funding towards City costs and expense of implementing a DEQ-approved sediment sampling and analysis plan for Willamette River between river miles 12 and 16. 

5.
Funds are available for BES to conduct this project in the Portland Harbor Budget, Bureau of Environmental Services, Center Code 150-50005, Account No. 529000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

The Portland Harbor Project Manager is authorized to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement for the purpose described in Section 1, in a form substantially in accordance with the agreement Attached as Exhibit A.  
Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because ongoing Department of Environmental Quality participation is necessary for the City to properly evaluate and control potential upland sources of contamination to the stormwater outfall system, therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
