ORDINANCE No. 181793
*Approve an Intergovernmental Agreement with Lane Regional Air Pollution Authority and accept $87,211 in funding for Sunday Parkways project. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:




Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has awarded an $87,211 Mobile Source Outreach Grant to the Lane Regional Air Pollution Authority (LRAPA), who is partnering with Portland Office of Transportation to implement a “Sunday Parkways” project.

2. The vision for the Portland Office of Transportation calls for a balanced, multi-modal transportation system where residents will have a broad range of safe and convenient transportation options and will frequently walk, bicycle, carpool, or ride public transit as their first choice of transportation.

3. The Sunday Parkways project will provide car-free six mile loop connecting four parks in North Portland where residents can walk or bike on June 22, 2008.
4. The attached Intergovernmental Agreement allows LRAPA to apportion $87,211 of the EPA grant to the City to administer the Sunday Parkways project.

5. The Intergovernmental Agreement has been reviewed by the City Attorney.

6. The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is Optimal.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to sign the Intergovernmental Agreement between Lane Regional Air Pollution Authority  and the City for $87,211 which is substantially similar in form to the one attached to the original of this ordinance.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the funds are available today and the partners desire to begin work immediately; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
