Section 1.
The Council finds:  
1.
The City of Portland Office of Transportation desires to upgrade the traffic signals and install curb extensions to improve pedestrian safety at the intersections of NE 122nd Avenue and NE Halsey Street, NE 122nd Avenue and NE Glisan Street, SE 122nd Avenue and SE Stark Street, and SE 122nd Avenue and SE Division Street using General Fund, one-time money.

The four intersections are among the top 12 of the “Top 40 High Crash Intersections 2001-2004” list maintained by the Community and School Traffic Safety Partnership and posted on the City’s Office of Transportation website.

The Bureau’s level of confidence in the cost estimates for this project is optimal.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs
a. The Purchasing Agent shall advertise for bids using the plans and specifications to be filed in 

his office and in the event no satisfactory bid is received shall re-advertise on the same basic specifications until a satisfactory bid is received.

b. The Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a contract with the lowest responsible bidder in accordance with the plans and specifications to be filed with the Purchasing Agent.

c. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants, chargeable to the appropriate funding sources, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.
