ORDINANCE NO. 181800
Adopt and authorize submission of the Action Plan 2008-09 application to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development for grants under the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnership, Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:

1. The City of Portland by Ordinance No. 179261 adopted and authorized submission of the 2005-2010 Consolidated Plan (Con Plan), which is both a combined housing and community development plan and an application to HUD for funds available to cities and counties; and HUD accepted the Con Plan.

2. Upon adoption of Ordinance 164470, the City entered into a Consortium Agreement with Multnomah County and the City of Gresham to administer HOME funds to which the jurisdictions are eligible. Annual consortium agreements have been executed by the parties and a new agreement is forthcoming for FY 2008-2009.

3. HUD has designated the City of Portland as the lead applicant for the HOPWA grant on behalf of Multnomah, Clackamas, Washington, Clark, Yamhill, and Columbia Counties.

4. In accordance with HUD regulations, the Portland Consortium is required to submit annual action plans to implement the Con Plan as amended which identifies program priorities.

5. The FY 2008-09 Action Plan is attached as Exhibit A.

6. In preparing the Action Plan, the Consortium established priorities and principles by consulting with other public and private agencies that provide assisted housing, health services and social services.

7. HUD has notified the City of Portland that it and its inter-jurisdictional partners are entitled to funding for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 in the following amounts:

a. That the City adopt the Action Plan FY 2008-09 as outlined in a form substantially in conformance with the document attached as Exhibit A;

b. The Mayor is authorized to apply to HUD on behalf of the City of Portland and its inter-jurisdiction partners for the grants described in Section 1; and
c. The Mayor is authorized to provide such assurances and information to HUD as may be required for application and orderly management of the grants.
