ORDINANCE No. 181805
Authorize application to the Oregon Department of Transportation for a grant financed by State lottery funds to provide for the purchase of streetcars used in public transit systems  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
Chapter 746, Oregon Laws 2007 passed by the Oregon Legislature created the Oregon Streetcar Project Fund, allowing for the issuance of lottery funds for the purpose of financing grants through the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) to municipalities to provide for the purchase of streetcars used in public transit systems.

2.
ODOT has developed proposed administrative rules setting standards to determine project eligibility and application procedures for these grants.

3.
The Oregon Transportation Commission is expected to approve the administrative rules at their meeting scheduled for April 22, and 23, 2008.

4.
The City of Portland is an eligible applicant and desires to apply to ODOT for a grant to fund the purchase of streetcar vehicles for the Portland Streetcar Loop Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to make application to the Oregon Department of Transportation for a grant in the amount of $20,000,000 for the purchase of streetcar vehicles for the Portland Streetcar Loop Project.

b.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to provide such information and assurances as are required for the grant period.
