ORDINANCE No.  181807
*Authorize contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the construction of the proposed Lents     Park Improvements (Ordinance).
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
Portland Development Commission (PDC) is charged by the Lents Town Center Urban Renewal Plan with carrying out activities that support neighborhood renewal and commercial revitalization in the Lents Town Center Urban Renewal Area.  Proposed improvements are consistent with the Lents Town Center Urban Renewal Plan which calls for the development and/or improvement of park facilities to increase neighborhood livability and the vitality of commercial areas.
2.
The Use Agreement and subsequent amendments between PDC and the Lents Little League indicates a need for ball field improvements.  The Lents Little League, PDC, PP&R, members of the Lents Urban Renewal Advisory Committee and the Lents Community have been meeting since the spring of 2004 discussing and refining proposed improvements to Lents Park and future accommodations for the Lents Little League.    

3.
PDC intends to fund improvements to the ball fields in Lents Park to accommodate the relocation of the Lents Little League to Lents Park, thereby freeing up the existing Little League facilities for potential redevelopment.

4.
The proposed improvements to Lents Park will include: new sidewalks; improved spectator areas; a concession building; ball field improvements, amenities and field lighting; a new T-Ball field and associated site amenities; ADA accessibility improvements and landscaping.   

5.
The estimated construction cost for the Lents Park Improvements is not to exceed $790,000. Funds are available in the Parks Fund, Center Code 76640537. The purchasing agent is authorized to complete a contract for the construction of these improvements.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a) The Commissioner in charge of Parks and Recreation is authorized to execute a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the project described in Section 1 hereof, in accordance with the Contract Documents to be filed with the Purchasing Agent.

b) The Director of Parks and Recreation or her designee is authorized to give any notices or acceptances, to take any action, and, once approved as to form by the City Attorney, to execute on behalf of the City any document necessary to protect the City's rights or carry out the City's responsibilities under the Agreement.

c) The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to provide for payment chargeable to the applicable budgets when demand is presented and approved by the appropriate authorities.

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to avoid further delay in the provision for the construction of the Lents Park Improvements, and due to the commitments outlined in the PDC/PP&R IGA dated January 16, 2008 and the Bureau’s commitments to Little League Baseball Inc.  Therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
